posed medical waste facility.

The site for the proposed facil-
ity is located on 11.5 acres at 546
Blandon Road, also known as
Route 73, between Blandon and
Breezy Corner.

EOG’s current facilities are
located at 18 Water Street in
Reading.

If the special exception had
been granted, EOG’s facilities
would have moved to the new site
where it was proposing to use a
chem clav system to sterilize med-
ical waste that would be hauled to
a landfill.

EOG filed an appeal on March
27 to the township zoning mem-
bers, decision. EOG’s legal coun-
sel, Stephen H. Price of Mogel,
Speidel, Bobb & Kershner,
Reading, did not return repeated
phone calls.

However, counsel for RCC,
Brett Huckabee of Hoffert,
Huckabee & Weiler, P.C. of

Wyomissing, said, "Technically,
and legally, there is no impact
since the corporation filed the
application for appeal.”

"The appeal is at a standstill,"
said Huckabee. "No one has listed
the matter for argument. Time
may solve things."

Huckabee said he was
informed that EOG is considering
its options.

"Steingraber was the principal
of the corporation with the deci-
sion-making rights," he said.

Counsel for Ruscombmanor
Township, Jeffrey J. Howell of
Reading, has also filed a notice of
intervention to EOG’s appeal.
