-- Talk to children about their
fears and let them express their
fears openly and freely. Be honest
with them.

-- Reassure your love and pro-
tection.

They
fear the loss of a parent keenly.

-- Tell them there are profes-
sionals to take care of people.

-- Limit their exposure to news
coverage.

-- Get back to family routines.

-- Talk about ways you and
your family can help.

Events, like those of last week,
have long-term effects on chil-
dren.

Parents should look for cling-
ing behavior, persistent fears, loss
of sleep and bedwetting, jumpi-
ness, atypical behavior problems,

physical problems, and withdraw-
al.

If these problems develop, con-
sult a doctor right away.
